
About Cleveland and Ormiston
Cleveland, which originally included Ormiston, was the 
fi rst township formed in the Redland Shire mainland. 
Proclaimed a township in December 1850, the initial 
land sales attracted squatters and businessmen keen to 
see Cleveland Point become the main port of the new 
Moreton Bay settlement, with Ipswich as the commercial 
centre. Therefore many of the fi rst non-indigenous settlers 
to live in Cleveland were people involved in the port. 

Although buildings and a stone jetty were built on 
the end of Cleveland Point for the port, it was not a 
success and by the early 1860s all hopes of a port were 
over. Cleveland settled into its farming period, which 
lasted until after World War II. Initially most farmers in 
Cleveland and Ormiston grew cotton and sugar and, 
later on, fruit and vegetables, and for many years the 
area was known as the salad bowl of Brisbane. Other 
residents set up shops and other businesses to service 
the farmers.

Cleveland was also popular as a seaside resort from 
the 1860s. When the Brisbane-Cleveland railway 
opened in 1889, the district became more accessible for 
holidaymakers and daytrippers. Between the 1890s and 
the late 1920s, visitors had a choice of three hotels in 

which to stay on Cleveland Point alone.

After World War II, the closeness of Cleveland – and the 
Redlands – to Brisbane and the availability of cheap land 
made the area attractive for residential subdivisions. 
Since then, Cleveland and the Redlands have evolved 
into the district we see today.
